2012 GAIG/USDF QUALIFYING REQUIRBMEMTS ualify for
Regional Championships, horse/rider combinations may qualify by eaming
a minimum of two qualifying scores at two official USDF recognized
competitions from two different judges in any region. Riders may now ride
in qualifying classes both days. Competitors need to enter appropriate
class by adding Q and paying $10 fee.

AWARDS/HIGH POINJ@memorative stall plaque is given for first
place and ribbons for first through third place. High Points of $500 or $500
in kind value are awarded to the exhibitor at the end of show or mailed
following the show end. Prizes are given for top percentage in Training-
Fourth Level and FEI for Open, Amateur, and JR/YR divisions totaling six
awards. Freestyles do not count towards High Point prizes.

Reining and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A Non-member
may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, agent, coach
or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage
Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving Competitions
upon payment of a $30 nonmember registration fee. Participants in the
following classes are exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1)

tests, Pas de deux and Quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining
Competitions. 8) Opportunity classes, 9) Citizens of other nations who
have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their own
National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant
handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes.
MANAGEMENTHhe Horse Show Management reserves the right to
interpret all questions and conditions in regards to or arising out of any
incident in the show without claims for damages or recourse of any kind.
All questions not covered in these rules and regulations, shall be decided
by the Horse Show Management and their decision will be final. The Horse
Show Management reserves itself the right to refuse, accept conditionally,
or to cancel any entries, disqualify riders or exhibitors, prohibit of entries
and to cancel award prizes without claim to damage, to change, cancel or
combine any classes, to reschedule classes after due notice to exhibitors,
or to change rings or substitute Officials for cause. USEF Article 1509
Refusal of Entries. In addition to entries of persons suspended or expelled
from the Federation, a Recognized Competition may refuse any entry of
an exhibitor or the participation of any agent, trainer, rider, driver or handler
who has shown an objectionable attitude or behavior at a Recognized
Competition which management is able to substantiate. The judges
decisions are strictly their own and the Management accepts absolutely
no responsibility for those decisions. Each class offered herein which is

covered by the rules and specification of the current USEF Rule Book will
be conducted and judged in accordance therewith.

CONDITIONS OF ENTHRfy horse entered for competition will be
under the control of the Horse Show Management, but the Horse Show
Management will, in no case, be responsible for any loss or damage that
may occur, and it shall be a condition of entry that each exhibitor shall hold
the Horse Show, its Directors, Employees, KP Events, and DMHP harmless
for any loss or accident to his horse, horses or equipment which may occur
from accident, sickness, fire or otherwise. All owners and exhibitors will
be held responsible for any damage occurred by them, their agents or
employees to stalls, buildings and other property on the show grounds and
shall be billed accordingly. Exhibitors are responsible for their errors and
those of their agents. No banners, displays or signs are permitted on show
ground without advance consent of Show Management.

The scores of competitors who
fail to supply correct numbers may not be counted toward national awards.

MINOR EXHIBITORSrents or guardians of minor exhibitors shall
hold KP Events harmless for injury to such minor. No minor’s entry wil
be accepted unless a Parent or Guardian has signed it. The signatures of
instructors, agents or other unrelated persons will not be acceptable.
AMATEUR/JUNIOR & YOUNG RIDER DIVISt@bl$s and
Junior/Young Riders: All riders in Amateur Divisions must present an USEF
Amateur Card when picking up their number or they will not be allowed to
show in the Amateur Division. Cards may be applied for at the show office.
Individuals are eligible as Juniors until the end of the calendar year in which
they reach the age of 18. Individuals are eligible as Young Riders from the
beginning of the calendar year in which they reach the age of 16 until the
end of the calendar year in which they reach the age of 21. Competitors
compete as Adults from the beginning of the calendar year in which they
reach the age of 22 (not 18). Therefore, for dressage competitions, riders
between the ages of 18 & 21 compete in Young Rider divisions, NOT adult
amateur, even if amateur is indicated on membership cards.
PROTESTStny exhibitor (or parent of a junior exhibitor) lodging a
protest must first deposit $200 with the Secretary of the show ($300 for a
nonmember), which sum will be forfeited to the Horse Show if not sustained.
Al protests must be filed in writing, signed by the protester, and filed with the
Show Secretary within 48 hours of the occurrence of the alleged violation.
MOTORIZED VEHICLE STATEMIEDS:who do not have a valid
driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the
state in which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized
vehicle of any kind, including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles,
scooters, or farm utility vehicles, on the competition grounds of licensed
competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the
above, described motorized vehicles as long as an adult with a valid driver’s
license accompanies them. The parent(s), legal guardian(s), or individual
who signs the entry blank as a parent or guardian of a minor operating
a motorized vehicle in violation of this rule are solely responsible for any
damages, claims, losses or actions resulting from that operation. Violations
of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s)
and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing the offense.
Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or
trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the remainder of the competition
and charges being filed against any of the above individuals in accordance
with Chapter Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for
individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.
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SHARPS CONTAINER&:se dispose of all needles or sharp medical
items in designated containers located in the middle of each barn aisle.
Competition management may fine any individuals including trainers,
owners, exhibitors, or their agents up to $100 for improper disposal of
needles or other sharp disposable instruments (GR1210.4)

SAFETY REGULATIObButhorized use of the light fixtures will result
in removal of your appliance. Smoking or open flame devices are not
permitted within the stable area. Electrical outlets are available.
HEADGEAREffective March 1, 2011, for dressage: Anyone mounted
on a horse must wear protective headgear except those riders age 18
and over while on horses that are competing only in FEI levels (Prix St.
Georges level and above-including FEI Young Rider Tests, the USEF
Developing Prix St. Georges Test and the USEF Brentina Cup Test). This
applies at any time when mounted on the competition grounds. Any rider
violating this rule at any time must immediately be prohibited from further
riding until such headgear is properly in place. Any other exhibitor may
wear protective headgear at any level of competition without penalty from
the judge. Protective headgear is defined as a riding helmet that meets or
exceeds ASTM (American Society for Testing and Materials)/SEI (Safety
Equipment Institute) standards for equestrian use and bears the SEI tag.
The hamess must be secured and properly fitted.

USEF/MARKEL FEI YOUNG HORSE DBIEMBNLITY

FOR RIDER: Must be a minimum of 16 years of age as of January 1,
2012. 2. Must be an Active Member in good standing with USEF or histher
National Federation at the time qualifying scores are eamed. During the
Championships, the rider must be an Active Member in good standing of
USEF or have proof, in English, of membership in good standing from their
National Federation. 3. No rider may qualify more than two (2) horses for
the Championship. 4. Qualification goes with the horse; the rider may be
changed during the qualifying period and for the Championships as long
as the new rider meets all of the above the criteria.

FOR OWNER($)Must be a United States citizen(s); 2. Must be an
Active Member(s) in good standing with USEF at the time all qualifying
scores are eamed and during the Championships; 3. Must be in
possession of horse’s valid registration papers; 4. Must be willing to pay for

all expenses incurred for the inclusion of the horse/rider combination in this
competition, including but not limited to transportation. 5. Qualification goes
with the horse; ownership may change during the qualifying period and
for the Championships as long as the new owner(s) meet all of the above
criteria. 6. All of the above “Owner” requirements apply to all listed owners
on file with USEF, including all owners of a partnership, farm, company,
corporation, efc. if a horse is recorded as owned by that type of entity.
FOR HORSE OR PONMust have a current Annual or Life Recording
with USEF at the time all qualifying scores are eamned and during the
Championships (Horse Identification [HID] Numbers DO NOT fulfill this
requirement); 2. Must have valid registration papers with a member of a
national stud book, which is recognized by the World Breeding Federation
for Sport Horses (WBFSH), or with a recognized national breed registry.
Horse must have registration papers, but entry is NOT limited to WBFSH
members (i.e. Jockey Club, AQHA papers are accepted). 3. Must fit into
one of the following age categories for competition (refer to DR119.9%): A.
Become four (4) years of age in 2011; or B. Become five (5) years of age in
2011; or C. Become six (6) years of age in 2011. 4. The Championships will
be held as part of a USEF-Recognized Competition (not a CDI); therefore,
an FEI passport will NOT be required for the Championships. 5. Mules will
not be allowed to qualify for or compete in these Championships. *Rule
DR119.9 states: “The horse’s age is counted from January 1 of the year of
birth to January 1 of the current competition year.”

DRESS & SADDLEReéts must be ridden from memory; whips are
allowed for qualifying classes, except when the class is run within the CDI
competition in accordance with FEI rules. Please refer to USEF Rules for
complete dress and Saddlery requirements (DR 120 — 121).

Both the Team & Individual tests are MANDATORY for scores to count.
Ponies entered in FEI Pony Tests and in need of USEF measurement
cards must make an appointment for measuring with show management
prior to the show. The official measurement session will be scheduled on
Thursday, March 8, 2012. Owners of ponies needing measurement will be
charged a fee not to exceed $100 to cover the fee charged by the official
veterinarian required for the measurement.

Membership Requirements for USEF-licensed/USDF-recognized Competitions: Owners and
riders, including foreign riders and owners who are not residents of the US, wishing to participate in
a USEF-licensed/USDF-recognized competition as a rider or owner/lessee, must have either a
USDF Group Membership, Participating Membership (PM), or have a USDF Non-Member (NM)
identification number and pay the USDF NM fee. (Note: USDF business members can own horses
but cannot compete as riders with their USDF BM.) Individuals cannot compete at a USEF-
licensed/USDF-recognized competition with a USDF Education Membership.

Horses competing at USEF-licensed/USDF-recognized competitions must have either a USDF
Horse Identification (HID) number or a USDF Lifetime Horse Registration (LHR). Proper credentials
or verification certificates must be presented to the competition secretary.

Riders and owners wishing to participate in a USEF-licensed/USDF-recognized competition, and
not able to present the competition secretary with verification of a USDF membership or NM
identification, and USDF LHR or USDF HID, must complete a USDF Competition Affidavit Form
and pay the $5 affidavit filing fee. A copy of a completed affidavit form from another competition
may also be used for verification purposes for up to 60 days. (Exception: Affidavits cannot be used
at Great American Insurance Group/USDF Regional Dressage Championships.)

Exceptions:

X Horses competing only in Individual Breed Classes (IBCs) at DSHB competitions, sires
and dams of horses in DSHB group classes, where those sires or dams are not actually
competing in the same competition, horses competing only in breed restricted dressage
or DSHB classes at Regular Competitions (e.g. all Arabian, all Friesian, or all Morgan
classes), or in USDF Introductory Level tests, Pas de Deux, Quadrille, FEI
ParaEquestrian classes, are exempt from this requirement. Also exempt are horses
ridden in leadline, exhibitions, games and races, classes for 4-H members, walk-trot,
academy and opportunity classes.

X Riders and owners/lessees competing only in classes which are exempt from the USDF
HID requirements are also exempt from the USDF NM identification number and NM fee
requirements. Also exempt are handlers of horses competing in DSHB In-Hand or
Group classes.

Memberships Defined
Participating Membership (PM): A membership issued to an individual directly by USDF. The
membership year is December 1 through November 30. PMs are available for 1-year ($75), 5-
years ($300), or life ($1,500). A USDF Youth Participating Membership (YPM) is available for
individuals who have not reached their 21st birthday by December 1 of the current membership
year ($60). A PM allows the member to compete at USEF-licensed/USDF-recognized competitions
and to participate as a rider and/or owner/lessee for all Adequan®USDF Year-End Awards, Great
American Insurance Group/USDF Breeders’ Championship Series Finals and the Great American
Insurance Group/USDF Regional Dressage Championship program.
Group Membership (GM): A membership issued to an individual by USDF when the member
name and dues are submitted to USDF through an affiliate Group Member Organization (GMO).
The GM year begins December 1 and ends November 30. A GM allows the member to compete at
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
